He's been a contrib-
uting editor to "Field & Stream," and has written for "Gray's 
Sporting Journal," and for eight years was editor of 
"Flyfishing & Tying Journal."  Dave is one of the best writers 
and fly tiers in the US--which is why weôve asked him back to 
talk with our club.

Before his evening presentation, Dave is hosting a 4-hour fly 
tying afternoon workshop for SFF members only.   His work-
shop covers tying the three major types of wet flies: soft-
hackles, wingless wets or ñflymphsô, and traditional winged 
wet flies.
